As noted by the CEC staff, the CECP facilitates the retirement of existing Encina Power Station (ESP) units 1
through 3 and utilizes existing EPS infrastructure to reduce environmental impacts and costs. The CECP also
eliminates the daily need for ocean water cooling and its associated fish impingement and biological impacts.
Staff also noted that the CECP center meets the need for new, highly efficient, reliable electrical generating
resources located in the load center of the San Diego region by modernizing existing aging electrical
generation infrastructure in north coastal San Diego County. CECP also accomplishes a brownfield (land that
has already been developed as an industrial use) redevelopment of an existing power plant for a net increase
in electrical capacity.

Recently, the Carlsbad City Council passed an interim urgency ordinance to prohibit new
applications for coastal power plants and authorized city staff to study changing land use plans
and zoning of the Encina Power Station and surrounding properties. The council’s action has no
retroactive effect on the Carlsbad Energy Center Project, which is currently pending before the
California Energy Commission. The California Energy Commission will complete its permitting
process and we are confident that the Carlsbad Energy Center Project will be approved as being
an important, safe and environmentally responsible power plant project. The City’s action will not
block the California Energy Commission’s responsibilities to receive and consider thermal power

generation projects under the Warren-Alquist Act.
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NRG West is proud of its environmental stewardship over the Agua
Hedionda Lagoon, pictured here. The inner basin is home to the
Carlsbad Aqua Farm (annually producing over one million pounds of
mussels, oysters, clams and abalone). The floats holding up strings of

shellfish also provide roosts for thousands of sea birds (California brown
pelicans and sea gulls), and the dredge parked near the power station
frequently hosts cranes and sea eagles. The Hubbs Sea World white sea
bass hatchery is along the north shore, with a grow-out pen for larger
sea bass (over one million released into the wild to date).
